Region I is comprised of: Allegany, Garrett, and Washington Counties. Wrestlers
must reside in these counties to be eligible to participate in Region I State
Qualifying Tournament. Wrestlers must wrestle in the designated region where
they reside. If a wrestler is found in violation of this mandate, wrestler will be
immediately and automatically disqualified, and additional sanctions may be
imposed.

This is an age/weight tournament and only the top two wrestlers in each weight
class will advance to the Maryland State Wrestling Association (MSWA) Youth State
Tournament 27 February and 28 February 2010. The event will be held at Cole Field
House on the campus of the University of Maryland in College Park, MD. This
qualifying tournament is intended for those wrestlers that plan on advancing and
representing Region I at the State Tournament. MDJW Region I State Qualifying
Tournament is a true second tournament. If wrestler advances, wrestler must
wrestle at the State Tournament at the same weight class in which he/she qualified.
NO EXCEPTION and NO WEIGHT ALLOWANCE.

An advancement registration fee of $25.00 will be collected on February 6 before

wrestler departs from tournament for wrestlers that qualify for the State
Tournament. See "AWARDS” below.

WEIGH-INS: Wrestler must report to weigh-ins on Thursday February 4" from 6:00 to

8:00 PM to confirm weight class. Two weigh-in locations will be available this year,
Mountain Ridge HS and Williamsport HS. There will not be a weight allowance. Wrestler



must indicate weight class in which they will compete on their registration (on attached
form below), and wrestler MUST make the weight in which wrestler has registered. Only
one weight class per wrestler allowed.

AWARDS: 1% & 2" Places advance to State Championships contingent on payment of
advancement fee, otherwise next highest placer is offered advancement. Medals
awarded to top three.

ENTRY FEE: Wrestlers must pre-register for this tournament. Registration must be
postmarked by Wednesday, February 3™, 2010. Entry fee shall be $25.00 and must be
received with registration. Wrestler must indicate weight class in which they will
compete on their registration, and wrestler must make the weight in which wrestler has
registered. Only one weight class per wrestler allowed. For questions, please contact
Kenneth Rhodes, Region I Director: 301-992-9682 kenneth.j.rhodes@citi.com or Justin
Sirbaugh, Region I Asst.

1. Valid USA Wrestling Card required.

2. Folk style wrestling, NFHS rules will govern all matches, except as modified by MDJW.

3. All bouts 1-1-1 except 11&12, and 13&14 will wrestle 1 %2 -1 2, 1 2, overtime 1 -: 30
if needed.

4. A wrestler cannot wrestle outside his/her age group, and may enter in one weight class
only.

5. The maximum class in each division will include all wrestlers in the age group whose
weight is more than the preceding weight class.

6. Copy of birth certificate will be required for registration and for all wrestlers competing in
the State Championship Tournament.

7. Entry fee covers entry requirements.

8. Headgear optional but suggested, singlet is required.

9. Only fulltime residents of Maryland may enter the Maryland Junior Wrestling regional
tournaments.

10. The 6&Under Division will not advance to the State Championships.

11. Matches against team members will be avoided in the first round if possible.

12. Weight classes with less than 3 wrestlers may be combined at the discretion of the
tournament director, awards and advancementwill be given based on entry division
and weight.

13. Regional Director’s decision is final.
